ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

1.1.
 Application

The application form may be downloaded from the website www.tanuvas.ac.in
1.2. 
Eligibility

Applicants must be foreign nationals possessing foreign passports who are not of Indian origin. 

Academic Qualifications:

Candidates must have passed the qualifying examination, i.e. (10 + 2) of Indian System or its equivalent (completed 12 years of school education) for B.V.Sc. & A.H. / B.F.Sc. programmes.

Candidates who have studied in English medium and obtained a pass in the qualifying examination with Good Grades in Biology (or) Botany and Zoology, Physics and Chemistry are eligible for admission to the above programmes.

Candidates studied in other medium of instruction may produce the efficiency certificate for their skill in reading, writing and speaking English from recognized Universities either from India or elsewhere.

Application must be submitted through the embassy of the respective Government.

Age limit:

Candidates should not have completed 25 years on First July of 2009

Application Registration Fee

A Bank Draft for US $ 100 drawn in favour of the Finance Officer, TANUVAS, Chennai,  payable at Chennai, India drawn from the Overseas Branch of Nationalized Banks of India or other International Banks with branches in India should be submitted along with the application.

Last date for Receipt of Application

Application complete in all respects should reach the Registrar, Tamil Nadu Veterinary and Animal Sciences University, Madhavaram Milk Colony, Chennai 600 051, India on or before 31st July 2009 for Under Graduate Programmes.

Selection of candidates 

Selection will be made on first cum first served basis.  Eligibility will be decided on scrutinization of subjects studied and marks obtained in the concerned subjects.

Admission will be provided subject to production of the following documents:

1.   Proof for the Citizenship of the candidate

2.   Passport of the candidate

3.   Qualifying mark list of the candidate: if the grades are produced, Certificates showing       equivalent marks to grades should be submitted.

4.  Certificate showing that the candidate has under gone the qualifying school education       in English medium (or) Certificate showing the skill of reading, writing and speaking       English from recognized Universities in India or elsewhere.

Fitness:

Candidates have to submit a medical fitness certificate at the time of final allotment as per Annexure-II.

2. 
GENERAL INFORMATION

2.1.
 Reporting to the University:
Normally, the academic session begins by August – September every year.  Candidates selected for admission and remitted the fees with necessary original certificates are required to report to the Dean of the College concerned on the scheduled date mentioned in the campus allotment order.  If the candidate fails to do so, the offer of admission will automatically stand cancelled.

2.2. All admissions shall be deemed as provisional and subject to further scrutiny.  They shall be liable to cancellation at any stage during the study if it is found that an admission was contrary to the rules or invalid by reason of incorrect or false information furnished by the applicants or their parents/guardians at the time of admission.  Any cancellation of admission shall not exclude penal action under the relevant criminal law.

It shall be the discretion of the University to allot B.V.Sc. & A.H. candidates to any of the             two colleges.

2.4.
Tamil Nadu Veterinary and Animal Sciences University reserves the right to cancel or             vary any of these rules without notice.
2.5.
 Hostel Accommodations:

Hostel accommodation is available inside the campus. Interested Candidates may apply to the Dean of the campus for Hostel admission. They have to pay the prescribed fee as per Hostel Rules. There is no separate Hostel for Foreign National students. The Hostel Mess is run on dividing system.

Prevention of Ragging
University is taking stringent measures to prevent ragging in the University campuses and Hostels.  If any incident of ragging comes to the notice of the University authority, the concerned student(s) shall be given liberty to explain and if his/her explanation is not found satisfactory the authority would expel such student(s) from the institution. 
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
